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5602 Independent Educational Evaluation 

 An independent educational evaluation (IEE) is an evaluation conducted by a 
qualified examiner(s) not employed by the District. 

As permitted by state and federal law, a parent/guardian may be entitled to an IEE 
at District expense if the parent/guardian disagrees with an evaluation conducted 
by or for the District. 

 The District will respond to an IEE request within 7 calendar days. The 
Superintendent or designee will establish criteria to obtain an IEE at District 
expense consistent with state and federal law. An IEE that fails to meet the criteria 
may not be eligible for payment by the District. 

 A list of suggested sources from which an IEE may be obtained will be provided to 
the parent/guardian upon receipt of an IEE request. The parent/guardian is not 
restricted to choosing an independent evaluator from that list. 

An IEE will be considered by the District at an IEP Team meeting for the student.
